Supplies & Materials
You are responsible to provide the supplies and materials necessary to construct your projects.  In an attempt to help you acquire these, we stock and sale many of the most common species of lumber, sheet stock, and supplies.  We carry a limited supply of hardware and finish materials.  In order to purchase supplies and materials, money needs to be paid ahead of time so that an account can be set up.  This money is paid at the book store using the appropriate form.  Once an account is set up, students may purchase materials by recording all purchases using a “lumber card.”  This lumber card is to be turned in immediately to the instructor from whom you purchased the material.
