You are responsible to provide the supplies and materials necessary to construct your projects.  In an attempt to help you acquire these, we stock and sale many of the most common species of lumber, sheet stock, and supplies.  We carry a limited supply of hardware.  In order to purchase supplies and materials, money needs to be paid ahead of time so that an account can be set up.  This money is paid at the registrars office using the appropriate form.  Once an account is set up, students may purchase materials by recording all purchases using a “lumber card.”  This lumber card is to be turned in immediately to the instructor from whom you purchased the material. Impersonating you in classroom contexts, such as by using the tool to compose discussion board prompts/responses assigned to you or content that you put into a Teams/Canvas chat.

Completing group work that your group has assigned to you, unless it is mutually agreed upon that you may utilize the tool.

Writing a draft of a writing assignment.

Writing entire sentences, paragraphs or papers to complete class assignments.

You are responsible for the information you submit based on an AI query (for instance, that it does not violate intellectual property laws, or contain misinformation or unethical content). Your use of AI tools must be properly documented and cited in order to stay within university policies on academic honesty. 

Any student work submitted using AI tools should clearly indicate what work is the student’s work and what part is generated by the AI. In such cases, no more than 25% of the student work should be generated by AI. If any part of this is confusing or uncertain, please reach out to me for a conversation before submitting your work.
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
