	Position the apparatus in a safe position, and immobilize it by setting the parking brake and chocking the wheels.

	Set the transfer valve to the SERIES (PRESSURE) position (if necessary).
	
	

	5.
	Open discharge(s) and increase the throttle setting to obtain the desired pressure, priming (if necessary).
	
	

	6.
	Set the relief valve or pressure governor.
	
	

	7.
	When an external supply becomes available, open the intake valve while adjusting the throttle to avoid a pressure surge.  
a. If using a pressure governor, switch to “rpm” mode and ensure air is bled from the supply line before opening intake and switch back to “pressure” mode.

b. Adjust throttle to maintain discharge pressure.

c. Position tank-to-pump valve per local SOPs.

	As soon as an adequate supply of water is available, divert enough of it through the tank fill line to replenish the supply in the tank
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
