For this skills evaluation checklist, students will operate in an open relay. Students must work as a crew for this skill. The relay may contain more than a supply pumper and an attack pumper. In some cases, several relay pumpers may be needed to supply water to the incident scene. Each pumper in the relay must utilize a process of drafting from a portable tank and supplying the next relay pumper at maximum pump capacity. Remind students to always follow manufacturer’s recommendations and department standard operating procedures (SOPs).

	For maximum waterflow, lay hose from source pumper to portable tank. Secure the supply hose.

	Source pumper supplies water (through the relay pumpers, if applicable) into the portable tank.

	Once sufficient water is in the portable tank, the attack pumper driver/operator can draft from the portable tank, refill apparatus water tank, and continue operations.
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
